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20. Step drilling starting at 7/16”, 15/32" and finally 1/2” dfill

out BARREL RECEIVER for BARREL ASSEMBLY. NOTE: IT IS HIGH-

LY RECOMMENDED THAT THE 1/2' DRILL BE RUN BY HAND
AS SHOWN. POWERED IT MAY CRACK THE RECEIVER.

26. Align aluminum BARREL BAND with molded holes in front
of RECEIVER FRAME. Note: Some filing of the BARREL BAND

around the drive motor may be required. (See Arrow)

29. Using flat head screws proided attach TURRET ARMS to

RECEIVER FRAME. Make certain heads of screws are flush with
inside surface.
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24. Using a round file remove any excess material from
RECEIVER FRAME in order that the BARREL RECEIVER fits
snugly in circular recess. (see next picture)
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27. With a 1/8” drill bif and using the BARREL BAND as a

22. Using CA glue adhere BARREL RECEIVER to RECEIVER
CHAMBER section as shown. Note offset at arrow.
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25. Front of BARREL RECEIVER should be flush with front of
RECEIVER FRAME as shown above. DO NOT GLUE.

28. Check the fit of te BARREL ASSEMBLY, RECEIVER , AND
RECEIVER FRAME. NOTE: DO NOT GLUE AT THIS TIME. After

painting bond the rear of the RECEIVER to the RECEIVER FRAME
with a strip of foam tape to dampen vibration (See arrow).

31. Prime paint the assembly with flat enamel primer. Sand to
safisfaction and repeat primer coat. Sand and apply final
paint. Flat “Modern Olive Drab”- FS#34087 recommended
color. BARREL ASSEMBLY may be left black. Scale items such
as springs, hydraulics and bullet chute may be added to the
builder’s satisfaction.
