13. Insert ROD ENDS on other side of GEAR LEGS with
WASHERS as shown. THIS STEP IS SHOWN OQUTSIDE THE
FUSELAGE FOR CLARITY. IT WILL BE DONE INSIDE THE FUSE-
LAGE.

16. ONLY AFTER THE PLYWOOD FORMER F2 HAS BEEN
GLUED INTO THE FUSELAGE Using WASHERS as shown fight-
en the FIBER LOCK NUTS. THIS STEP IS SHOWN OUTSIDE THE
FUSELAGE FOR CLARITY. IT WILL BE DONE INSIDE THE FUSELAGE.

18. Slide the non WHEEL SPACERS over the axles as shown
above.

21. Using CA glue adhere the SCALE WHEEL RIM 1o the rim of
the wheesﬂ use glue sparingly and avoid getting any glue on or
near axle.

14. Insert RETAINER CLIPS as shown. THIS STEP IS SHOWN
OUTSIDE THE FUSELAGE FOR CLARITY. IT WILL BE DONE
INSIDE THE FUSELAGE.
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16. Using an end mill in @ DREMEL remove the shoulder on
on(l-:.. side of the plastic hub of the 3.50 WHEELS as shown on
right.

19. Insert axles in the GEAR LEGS and insert Allen SET
SCREWS as shown above. NOTE: Blue Lockiite is used on the
threads prior to tightening.

15. ONLY AFTER THE PLYWOOD FORER F HAS BEEN -
GLUED INTO THE FUSELAGE insert legs of ROD ENDS and
using Allen SET SCREWS fighten GEAR LEGS to CLEVIS PINS.

17. Insert the CLEVIS PIN axles (head side Utboord) in the
milled side of the 3.50 WHEELS as shown above.

20. ONLY AFTER THE PLYWOOD FORMER F2 HAS BEEN
GLUED INTO THE FUSELAGE and location of the shock struts
has been established on the fuselage insert 7/8” LANDING
GEAR SPACERS as shown ON THE INSIDE OF THE FUSE-
LAGE. The WASHERS go between the ROD ENDS and the
fiberglass of the fuselage. BLIND NUTS go into the plywood
LANDING GEAR BRACES once plywood former F2 LANDING
GEAR BULKHEAD HAS BEEN GLUED INTO PLACES. (See
FUSELAGE INSTRUCTIONS for further location and installation
instructions.)
